ii) If yes, how useful is that support? Could that support be improved? How? 
iii) If not, what about the current government regular cash transfers to some people in the community, how can they help avoid riverine flooding impacts? Could that support be improved? How?  Examples: earlier payments, people missing from lists, people who become poor because of riverine flooding and need temporary support.
Prompts:
Below are example questions needed to develop early action, only ask if mentioned (you can add more). 
Important to capture feasibility within lead time, how they can be done, by whom, with what resources :

· Evacuation people, belongings + assets, ie., important documents, etc. Where to? How is this done? Or how can this be done better?
· Shelter evacuation/protection i.e., what kind of material, how quickly can it be assembled, who should do it?
· Cash i.e., how would you use the money? If many people mention they want to buy water or medicine, find out why, it might be you need a water or health intervention/NFI  instead. How would you prefer to receive cash (mobile wallet, bank, etc.)? How quickly can you withdraw cash from here? Are they open 24/7, during riverine flooding? 
· Health i.e., If many people mention they want to buy medicine ask:  What medicine? For which symptoms? Where do you buy it?
· NFIs i.e.,  equipment such as for storage or protecting items How do you want to use them? From where can you buy them?
· Drinking water i.e., Why? What is the problem? Where do you want to buy or access it? How far away are the facilities?

5) Do you see or receive notices / warnings / forecasts for impending floods?
a) From whom? Include self-monitoring/local/indigenous/traditional signs.
b) How? i.e., radio. 
c) In what format/language?
d) When (what is the timing)? In time to act?
e) Do all community groups receive info? i.e., PwD, elderly?

g) What do you do after receiving these forecasts/warnings?
